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Verbal Boundary Description
The boundaries of the Souderton Historic District are described below and generally follow existing streets and alleys, property lines, and topographical boundaries.  The boundaries are graphically represented on the attached 2009 site and USGS maps.  Building location information includes building/street address and tax parcel number in parentheses.
1. Beginning at a point on the south side of E. Broad Street at 410 E. Broad Street (210000932001), proceed east northeast approximately 307 feet to a point at 504 E. Broad Street (210000972006); 

2. proceed southeast approximately 171 feet along the northeast property line of 504 E. Broad Street  (210000972006) to Noble Street;
3. proceed southwest approximately 838 feet along the north side of Noble Street to a point at 220 Noble Street (2100003772005);
4. proceed southeast approximately 145 feet along the northeast property line of 220 Noble Street (2100003772005) to Spruce Alley;
5. proceed southwest along Spruce Alley approximately 410 feet to the alley that runs northwest to southeast between S. Front Street and S. 2nd Street;

Broad Street (210000372003 and 210000380004), the southeast property line of 15 Washington Ave (210007660005), and across Washington Ave. to the northeast corner of 16 Washington Ave (210007492002);

10. proceed southeast along Washington Ave. to the southeast corner of 16 Washington Ave (210007492002);
11. proceed southwest along southeast property line of 16 Washington Ave (210007492002) to unnamed alley between Washington Ave and Penn Ave;

12. proceed south approximately 275 feet to the northwest property line of 50 Washington Ave (210007508004)

44. proceed approximately 660 feet along the east side of Duke Street to E. Summit Street;
45. proceed north approximately 230 feet along the south side of E. Summit Street to the north property line of 24 E. Summit (210007080009);
46. proceed south approximately 175 feet along the north property line of 24 E. Summit (210007080009) to the unnamed alley that runs south of E. Summit Street;
47. proceed north approximately 75 feet along said unnamed alley to the southwest side of Railroad Ave.;
48. proceed southeast approximately 975 feet along the southwest side of Railroad Ave. to the south side of Central Ave.;
49. proceed southwest approximately 130 feet along Central Ave. to the northwest corner of the southwest property line of 20 Central Ave. (210001192002);
50. proceed south approximately 165 feet along said property line to the southwest corner of the southwest property line of 20 Central Ave (210001192002);

54. proceed south approximately 155 feet along N. Front Street to north property line of 33 N. Front Street;
55. proceed northeast approximately 285 feet along north property line of 33 N. Front Street, across the unnamed alley between N. Front Street and N. 2nd Street, and along the north property line of 34 N. 2nd Street (210006744003) to the east side of N. 2nd St.;
56. proceed southeast approximately 165 feet along the east side of N. 2nd Street to the west corner of 19 N. 2nd Street (210006628002);
57. proceed  northeast to follow the property line of 19 N. 2nd Street (210006628002) to the unnamed alley between N. 2 and N. 3rd streets;
58. proceed southeast approximately 140 feet along said alley to the unnamed alley to the north of E. Broad Street;
59. proceed northeast approximately 810 feet along said unnamed alley, across N. 4th Street, to the west corner of the southwest property line of 415 E. Broad St. (210000664008);
60. proceed south along west property line of 415 E. Broad St. (210000664008) to E. Broad Street and across E. Broad Street to the point of beginning.
Containing approximately 122 acres.
The following streets generally comprise the edges of the district (starting at the northeast corner and proceeding east in a clockwise pattern):  West Summit Street, Railroad Ave., East Chestnut Street, North 2nd Street, East Broad Street’s alley to the north, East Broad Street, Noble Street, Spruce Alley, South 2nd Street, Front Street’s alley to the east, Montgomery Ave., South Front Street, Washington Ave., Penn Street’s unnamed alley to the east, Garfield Street, Penn Street’s unnamed alley to the west, Highland Ave., Mifflin Street, West Street, Lumber St., Wile Ave., Diamond Street’s unnamed alley to the north, Main Street, Walnut Street, and Duke Alley.

Boundary Justification
The boundary of the Souderton Historic District encompasses that area of the Borough of Souderton that was developed within the period of significance, 1835-1950, and that retains integrity.  It includes historic residential, commercial, religious, and industrial properties that functionally and historically relate to the development and operation of the Souderton community since the mid 19th century.  Historic atlas and Sanborn maps and aerial photographs from the early 20th century were used extensively in the assessment and delineation of the district’s National Register boundaries.

The residential areas to the north, east, south, and west of the district were typically excluded for one of the following reasons or combination of reasons: they date to after the period of significance, and/or lost sufficient integrity to consider them as contributing to the historic district, and/or are physically separated from the district by new construction, properties that have lost their integrity, or topography.  In most cases, a combination of the three above criteria determined the location of the boundary on any given street.  In few cases, areas of the Borough at or near the periphery of the district that are over fifty years old, or close to being 50 years old, were not included because they reflect distinct patterns of development, architectural style, or history that differentiate them from the essential characteristics of the district.
